TT41-2 Dordogne, Aragon Spain 8th Oct 2012 

We were very fortunate with lovely travelling 
weather to tour through SW France using a bit of 
the A20 A64 peage (toll) but then N230 and into 
Aragon Province and meeting our friends again in 
C.Lago Barosa. Then in convoy to C.Lake Caspe, 
an excellent site by a man made lake. The whole 
of this area relies on irrigation for crop growing and 
rearing pigs. There were good motorcycle roads 
around here and Robin and I swapped bikes for a 
bit of fun riding.  
 
The MotoGP at Alcaniz was the reason for being 
here and we saw some awesome racing on this 
new and somewhat remote hilly circuit even though 
it was wet and unseasonally cold until race day.

This was much better for things be-
ing more lively and the campsite is hitting being full 
plus a big noisy wedding, a great value restaurant 
and plenty of beachside Tapas bars to choose 
from.
